Motion by Lonnie Achenbach seconded by Lynn O’Kane to approve $60,800 into the Community Service Fund (Fund 80), to be used for community related activities including, but not limited to: afterschool classes for community students and athletics for community-wide students in grades 5th through 8th.  These activities take place outside of the usual K-12 instructional time periods; is open to everyone (age appropriate) in the community; and the cost of the activities are recovered through user fees, if needed with all in favor.  Motion carried.

Motion by Lonnie Achenbach seconded Ron Quamme to approve the 2013-2014 fiscal year budget and property tax levy of 10.66 with all in favor.  Motion carried.
